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When we heard about the floods in Easter
Uganda especially in Teso, we didn’t
comprehend the magnitude of the problem
and thought it was just a usual down pour of
rain which was going to subside in very fe
days. We thought our response was going to
be short and limited to a few places.

We left with a team of about ten and headed
for Soroti in our two new four wheel drive
vehicles Pilgrim has just acquired for field
work. Looking forward to putting the vans t
a real road test, we left Kampala very earl
but apart from the lush and overflowing
potholes and swamps especially as you
entered the Teso region, there was nothin
spectacular. We reached Soroti at around O
in the morning and right away got a briefin
from our relief team which informed us tha
the situation was getting worse by the day.
We still didn’t comprehended the gravity o
the situation even after we got the same
message from District authorities. Before we
left Kampala, we as Pilgrim had committe
about US$18,000 to the relief department o
provide emergency aid in the form of food
and medical services to the flood victims.

The following day we were asked by the Ugandan @owent minister of Disaster
Preparedness to accompany him on a site visitetéldlbd affected areas, we requested to
travel with our relief convoy to which he readilgraed.
